Evaluation of cataract surgery in Ibadan, Nigeria: Visual outcome and post-operative refractive error

We wish to submit the above titled manuscript to your esteemed journal. Cataract is the most common cause of blindness worldwide, with an expected increase in incidence due to aging of populations and increased life expectancies in developed countries. Treatment for cataract is surgery and commonly performed surgical procedures for cataract in Nigeria include extracapsular cataract extraction and manual small incision cataract surgery.
There are studies on the visual outcome of patients following cataract extraction in Nigeria, however, the post-operative refractive status of the operated eyes and thus, the magnitude of residual refractive error to be corrected post-operatively were not reported necessitating this study on the visual outcome and post-operative refractive error after cataract surgery in patients from a single tertiary health facility in south-west Nigeria.
